SANDY’S CANNON BALL RUN FISHING DERBY
1. JULY 30, 2011 CANNON BALL RUN CONTEST RULES:

This year we will have our normal one division for everyone- no open or amateur    divisions. The entry fee is $20/per fishermen for members and $30 per fisherman for non members.  The general and big fish rules apply, as specified below.


GENERAL CONTEST RULES FOR THE CANNON BALL RUN
Fishing will begin at 6 AM and end at 3 PM.  You must sign in and have the fish at the weighin location by 6 PM. The owner of the boat must be a member of the Pittsburgh Downriggers Inc.  All persons on the boat do not have to be members of the club.  All entry fees will be returned as cash prizes.  There will be three winners plus a biggest fish winner.  The cash prizes will be distributed as follows:  Biggest fish (by weight)-$100; the remaining entry fees will be 1st place-50%, 2nd place-30%, 3rd place- 20%.  The winners will be determined by the total weight of up to 5 fish (walleye, smallmouth bass, steelhead, and/or Salmon). Lake trout are excluded from SANDY’S CANNON BALL RUN FISHING DERBY.  The boat crew will identify the 5 fish to weighin.  There will not be any substitutions after the 5 fish have been identified.  A crew member, with fish, must sign in on the Sign in Sheet before the 6 PM weighin time.   All prizes are awarded to the boat captain who may distribute the prize to the crew members.  Note: there will not be a Calcutta during the annual contest.

 There is no maximum number of people you may have on the boat but each boat is limited to a maximum of 8 rods for these contests.  All other state laws apply.  You may fish LAKE ERIE in Ohio, Pa, and/or NY waters with the appropriate state license(s).  Fish entered in this contest may also be entered in the "Big Fish Contest".  The outing and weighin will be held at the Erie Community Park Campground located just North RT 5. Turn at the ice cream stand and go to the camp ground and bear left.  There is limited parking for your rig. 

 Applications are available from Dan Kelly, Bill Pridemore, Dave Holderny, Alan Kurucz, John Brogley, and Bob Miller or at the membership meeting on June 28 and July 26 or on line @ “pittsburghdownriggersclub.com”.  All applications must turned into Bill Pridemore or one of the officers listed above by 10 PM Friday the 29th of July.  They should be turned in at our membership meeting on June 28 or July 26, if possible.  In case of bad weather, you will be notified by marine radio, channel 68, about when the contest is to be held.  It could just be a few hours delay in starting time or delayed to another day.  The contest committee will determine if the weather permits fishing for most boats.   A broadcast will be made on channel 68 when the contest starts and ends or if there is a delay.
2. JULY 30, 2011 BIG FISH CONTEST:  by Bill Pridemore
 Along with our Cannon Ball Run cash contests, we also hold a big fish contest for the following species of fish: walleye, smallmouth bass, steelhead, brown trout, lake trout, and salmon.  A cash prize of $25 and a trophy will be awarded at the annual banquet, normally held in January of the following year.  The biggest fish of each species will be determined by weight.  There is no entry fee for this contest but the boat captain must be a member of the club.  All fish must be caught in Lake Erie on July 30, 2011 or at a later date determined by the contest committee. The picnic and weighin will be held at the Erie Community Park Campground.
