2011 FISHING CONTEST RULES

1.   2011 CALCUTTA RULES, by Bill Pridemore

We plan to have a Calcutta for every outing, except the annual contest.  The fee is $10 per person on the boat and a minimum of 2 persons per boat.  The owner of the boat must be a club member.  Everyone on the boat must enter.  All participants must enter by 10 PM the Friday before the outing.  There is no blow off for the Calcutta.  For Lake Erie, all fish must be caught in Lake Erie or its tributaries.  For Lake Ontario, all fish must be caught in Lake Ontario or its tributaries.  For Lake Erie the winners will be determined by the total weight of 5 fish (Walleye, Smallmouth bass, Steelhead, and/or Salmon).  For Lake Ontario the winners will be determined by the total weight of 3 fish.  The number of winners will be determined by the amount of money received.   All entry fees will be returned as prize money.  Weighin will be at 6 PM.  All fish must be caught after 6 AM on the day of the contest. A member of the boats crew that plan to weigh in fish must be present and signed in before the beginning of the weighin.  All prizes are awarded to the boat captain who may distribute the prize to the crew members. The decision of the outing committee is final in all situations. 2. 2011 BIG FISH CONTEST RULES FOR ALL OUTINGS EXCEPT ANNUAL CONTEST,  By Bill Pridemore
There will be a biggest sport fish contest for all outings as follows.  There is no entry fee or sign up for this contest.  The biggest fish must be caught in the contest lake from a boat.  A minimum of 2 persons per boat are required.  The captain of the boat that catches the biggest sport fish of the day will receive $25 and a trophy at the annual banquet.  The captain may designate some other member of the crew to receive this award.  The fish must be caught between 6 AM and 3 PM on the day of the contest.  The weighin is at the same time and location as the outing and other weighins, i.e. 6 PM.  In case of bad weather and fishing is canceled, there will not be a big fish contest but there will still be a picnic at the predetermined location.  Also anyone wishing to weigh fish must sign in on the Sign in Sheet before the weighin time.
3.  SPECIAL: NOTICE- NOTICE- NOTICE, by Bill Pridemore
All times for fishing contest and outings are as follows for 2011.  

FISHING CONTESTS:  You may leave your port in the morning of the contest before 6 AM; but you may not put any lines in the water before 6 AM.  All lines must be out of the water by 3 PM.  Any fish caught at 3 PM or later can not be entered in the contests.  You may leave any port in Ohio, PA, or NY; but everyone on the boat must have fishing for the state of departure as well as the state waters you will be fishing in, i.e. if you leave from a port in Ohio and fish in Pa waters all on board must have fishing license from both states.  All state fishing and boating rules apply.  This is based on the honor system and everyone is expected to follow these rules.  Any violations will be handled by the outings committee and their decision is final.
OUTING PICNIC AND WEIGH IN:  All outings will begin setting up at 4 PM, drinks and food 5 PM, weighin at 6 PM.  Everyone must sign in before food and drinks are served.  There will be drinks for everyone helping to set up the picnic and weigh in. 
4.   KIDS CONTEST: For 2011 we will award a trophy to the kid (under the age                     of 16) that catches the biggest sport fish (no sheephead or white bass, etc) in a boat as a member of the fishing crew on the day of the contest.
